As we gather to worship during this pandemic,
we must continually remember that Lane County
is still only in phase two of reopening and we will
adhere to county health guideless. Your safety is
our main priority. The following is to keep us all
safe -

e If you are sick or running a fever, please stay
home

¢ There will be no children’s church or youth
group in the church building at this time

¢ There will be no nursery, but the cry room is
available with parental supervision only
