“Xmas" is not irreligious because the "X" is an 

abbreviation for the Greek letter Chi, which is 

the first letter of Christos (Christ).  The Greek 

word for Christ is "Christos" (Χριστός). The letter 

"X" (Chi) is the first letter of this word and has 

been used as a symbol for Christ for centuries, 

dating back to the 11th century as a way to 

shorten the word "Christmas." The idea that 

"Xmas" disrespects the holiday is a modern 

myth. The abbreviation is not a secular 

substitute but traditional religious shorthand
